· Statutory Holiday Pay must be reported (Week of Dec. 19th to Dec. 25th 
you will receive 1 day statutory pay and for the Week of  Dec. 26th to 
Jan. 1st you will receive 1 day statutory pay). 

· If you have received Worker Compensation benefits at any time during 
the year you should report the dates and weekly amount received. 

· Know when you start your new claim each year so that your claim will be 
processed as a renewal.  You will be asked, Do You Want to Start a New 
Claim or, Do You Want to Renew an Existing Claim.   

 
Employment Insurance is advising members to report accurately as these 
errors can cause a delay in the processing of claims.  You can check the 
last claim you filed by going to Service Canada WEB Site, and go to My EI 
Information Online.  If you would like to change your claim you must 
contact the 1 800 206-7218  to speak with an agent.
